Different Types of Reports

As previously mentioned, there are over 100 standard reports in RTA. Have you ever printed a few reports and wondered why the totals came out differently on various reports? This is due to various reports using different criteria to gather data that can indeed cause valid differences in your report totals. 

This sample work order will demonstrate how the numbers can come out differently on just this one work order. Imagine the hundreds of work orders you have input into the system and you will see what a difference each report makes.

Lists

Lists generally reflect detail for a particular item and do not contain accumulative cost information. For example, a vehicle list will print information such as vehicle number, make, model and year. A part list will print the part information such as part number and description as well as quantity on hand.

Period Reports

Period reports accumulate totals as entries are made regardless of the date of the transaction. The current period contains costs posted since the end-of-period was processed.  For example: if the first seven transactions were posted in the period before EOP was processed and then the remaining four transactions were entered later, the reports would show the following in the first period (September):

Generally, period reports are easy to spot because they print totals for current period, year-to-date, and life-to-date, or they will prompt you to select only one of those periods before generating the report. A few examples of period reports are listed below.

· Cost per Unit by Vehicle (RCV)

· Total Vehicle Cost by Department (RVD)

· Fleet Cost by Period (RFP)

· Mechanic Productivity (REx)

· Parts Inventory Balance (RPI)

Transaction Reports: Post Date

Transaction reports by post date will print totals based on the dates you select. The posting or transaction date is used for these types of reports. For example, if you ran the WO Transaction report by Vehicle (after 10/02/2013) for the date range 09/01/13 through 09/30/13, the report would print all the detail for those dates, and your grand total would show:

If nothing else were entered in the second period (October) and you ran the WO Transaction report by Vehicle from 10/01/13 through 10/31/13, the report would print all the detail for those dates, and your grand total would show:

It is pretty easy to figure out where the numbers come from on transaction reports by post date because you simply look at the individual transaction posting date; if the transaction is in the range, it is included. These types of reports are great for accounting for items the minute costs are incurred regardless of whether the job is done or not. A few examples of transaction reports by post date are listed below.

· Vehicle Cost Audit Report (RVA)

· PO Transactions (RPT, RPR )

· Part Usage by WO (RPA)

· Fuel Transactions (FFLO, FFLC)

· Fuel Billing by Dept., Customer, or Acct. (RFD, RFC, RFA)

· WO Transactions by Vehicle (ROV)

· WO Cost Summary by Transaction Date (ROT)

NOTES:

Transaction Reports: WO Close Date

These types of reports will print totals based on the work order close dates you select. The totals will include the entire work order cost and not just the transactions posted between the dates specified. For example, if you ran the WO Cost Summary by Customer/Date from 09/01/13 through 09/30/13, the report would print nothing even though you posted some transactions in September. If you ran the same report from 10/01/13 through 10/31/13, your report would show the following totals:

In this scenario, all of the costs would be accounted for when all of the work is complete. Even though some of the work was done in September, the entire job was not finished until October. A few examples of transaction reports using work order close dates are listed below.

· Repair by Work Type (ROR)

· WO Cost Summary by Customer/Date (ROD)

Transaction Reports: Highest Date

There are the reports that print totals based on the highest post dates you select. The totals will include the entire work order line cost and not just the transactions posted between the dates specified. For example, if you ran the Vehicle Repair History report for only 09/29/2013, the report would show the following totals:

This comes from the posted items for line 2 (transactions 8, 9, and 10 on our sample work order). This job was worked on for 2 days, 09/28/13 and 09/29/13. This particular report uses the highest/most recent date to figure the job completion date and then reports the entire job cost (i.e. all the costs posted to that work order line). This is a nice report to run to find out what jobs were completed during a specific time and what the total costs were for those jobs regardless of whether the work order is still open or closed. If you ran this same report for 10/02/13, you would get nothing because even though there was a transaction posted on 10/02/13, there were no jobs completed on that date. If you ran the report for 10/03/13, the report would show the following totals:

Report Print/View Features

Print/View Defaults: This user-definable setting allows each user to set the default operation when processing a report.  The default is setup in the User File Maintenance (SUM) and the options are Print Only (go directly to the printer), Prompt Print (prompt for print/view with Print being the default), Prompt View (prompt for print/view with View being the default), and View Only (go directly to the viewer).

Viewer Screen Defaults: When you view a report on the screen in the Standard format, the system will now remember the font size, window placement and size of the preview window.  The next time you view a report in the Standard format, these user-specific saved settings will be used.
New Report Features

RTA reports have been modified with new enhancements in the past few versions.

· More reports are now available in the Advanced print format.

· Option to run numerous reports for a specific Facility or a Region, replacing the previous prompts for the starting and ending facility.  Tip:  If you run reports for first to last facilities create a Region (screen MFR) of ALL, then select each facility listed.  

· Many reports will now allow you to export to a file.  The file created is a tab-delimited text file with a header line; totals are excluded.  This file can be viewed using a text editor, word processor, or spreadsheet software.  

· Reports will now return to the prompt screen after processing to allow you to rerun it for another range without returning to the main menu and having to select the menu options again.

Advanced Report Printing

Many reports are designed to a presentation-ready in a graphical format.  The report utilizes the “RPV Reports Viewer” development tool to allow for nicer fonts, user-definable bitmap in the header, highlighted and reverse-highlighted text, and an overall improved presentation.  The past few major updates have included many more reports available in the Advanced format.

A setup switch must be enabled in your system in order to print the Advanced format.  In the Main System Parameters screen (SSM), line #12 must be set to Advanced, and the Workstation CD must be installed on the computer running the report.

Other features of the RPV Reports Viewer include:

· Text highlighter

· Add colored checkmarks

· Input notes and comments

· Zoom in and out

· Find/search for text

· Email reports (certain email packages only)

· Create PDF

· Export to Excel, CSV, or text

· Save/retrieve reports

Note the custom bitmap showing the RTA logo in the upper left corner, which is user-definable and will print on most Advanced reports. This could be a company logo, fleet department logo, or any other custom bitmap.  The file report.bmp can be changed to print another image, but the file aspect ratio must remain 2:1 in width vs. length, so the image must be twice as wide as it large, to fit properly in the space provided.  

WORK ORDER SCHEDULING REPORT

WLW

The Work Order Scheduling report lists open work orders, total and completed lines, hours scheduled, actual hours posted thus far, and hours remaining.  This report can select a specific shop ID or all shops.  This can be viewed as a “shop status” report; the “Hours Remaining” field shows the difference between the Hours Scheduled and the Hours Posted. This is the approximate workload the shop(s) currently has scheduled.  The work order Create Date should be viewed to identify older open work orders.  
Note:  This report is only valid if work orders are “pre-built” before the work is actually done, and the Hours Scheduled column is only valid if the VMRS codes contain valid estimated hours.

This report is similar to the Work Order Scheduling Report but provides detail rather than summary.  The facility prompt is for the vehicle’s facility, open work orders are printed for the vehicle even if they’re in another facility.  The open job lines that appear show what work is currently pending.  Only work orders that are open will be listed.  A vehicle number range can be selected, and the report can sort the work orders by Priority Code or Date Created.  Specific Major VMRS codes can be included or excluded from the report.

The Service Bulletin report prints a range of service bulletins showing the status of each.  This is used to manage the service bulletins and identify those not yet completed.  You can select one or more service bulletins to list and which vehicles to select. The Status of the service bulletin shows if the work order is open or closed, and you have the option of listing only open, closed, or all.

The Deferred Jobs report prints a range of jobs that have been deferred from work orders.  This is used to manage jobs that have been postponed until later and identify those not yet reassigned.  

Notes for jobs that have been deferred multiple times:

The WO number, date, and time are listed from the first time the job was deferred.  

The “Deferred” column designates how many times the job has been deferred.

The mechanic and scheduled hours are from the last time the job was deferred.

PM/MAINTENANCE COST BREAKDOWN REPORT
RVP

The Maintenance Cost Breakdown report separates PM costs from other repairs.  The costs are grouped by the Vehicle Class Code.  Prompts include the vehicle class and repair date ranges.  The PM Costs are extracted for the report by using the Repair Type description of PM (generally this is the code of 5) on work order lines.  All other repair type codes apply costs to the Corrective Maintenance Cost.  The percentages on the right show the percentage of labor hours that is PM vs. Corrective.  Generally, the higher the PM percentage relates to how well the PM program is working.  If the PM Labor Hours Percentage is less than 50% of the Total Labor Hours, an asterisk (*) will appear next to that field.  
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REPAIR TYPE CODE REPORT
ROR

The Repair Type Code report prints the costs for a specific repair type code.  Parts, Labor, and Misc charges (in the Total column) are included, Tire costs are not.  The repair type codes include Check, Repair, Replace, Damage, PM, Outside, and any others you may have added.  You are prompted for a starting and ending date range, which is the work order closed date, “closed only” or “all work orders”, and the repair type code.  This becomes a valuable tool in identifying accident damages and road calls if they are setup as repair type codes.

LIST WO’S BY FACILITY/REASON CODE
WLF

This report prints the Regular copy of a specified range of work orders.  Prompts include starting and ending facility (where the work was done), starting and ending transaction date (if one or more transaction is within this date range, the entire work order will be selected), status of the WO (open, closed or all), with or without a grand totals page and notes.  All WO Reason codes can be selected or only specific codes.  This report can be used to identify work orders for a particular reason, such as Road Calls, Accidents, and Capitalization.

LIST WO’S BY CUSTOMER OR VEHICLE
WLC/WLV

This report prints the Regular copy of work orders for a range of dates and customers or vehicles.  The list by customer can be printed at the end of month and distributed to the customers to show what work was performed on their equipment.  Prompts include the facility of the customers/vehicles, starting and ending customer/vehicle, work order closed date ranges, status (open, closed, or all), and to include notes and capitalized work orders.   It also includes a subtotal page for each customer if the “Detail w/Totals” is selected, or select “Totals Only” which will print a single page for each customer showing the total cost without the detail.  The grand total prints at the end if either of those two options are selected.

ACCOUNTANT REPORT BY DATE
ROD

This option actually contains two reports that total work order costs: the Full or the Summary.  

Either Damages or Misc. charges will print in the column before the total depending on your selection.  Capitalized work orders can be excluded for those that are being depreciated.  

Note: Miscellaneous postings are not included in the Total column unless specified in the prompt to include Misc. costs.

Summary Report:

The summary version of this report lists the work order costs for any that fall into the date range selected.  This can be run for only closed work orders, or for all.  If all is selected, the report will list the work orders that were closed within the date range specified, and also will include all open work orders. Capitalized work orders can be excluded. A “Totals Only” option is available to print a concise grand total and exclude the work order detail.

Full Report:

The Full version of this report sorts the costs by customer and is an excellent month-end billing report.  Each customer is grouped together and includes customer totals for the range specified.  Within each customer group, the report prints one line for each work order for each vehicle within the customer group, then a subtotal line for that vehicle.  Next, a subtotal line by vehicle type (light, medium, heavy, trailer, or other) is printed for all vehicles within that customer and that vehicle type.  The final subtotal prints the entire costs for that customer, this is the amount to bill the customer for the date range specified.  

Prompts include the starting and ending date and customer ranges, and the customers’ facility.  If facility 2 created a work order for a vehicle’s customer in facility 7 that needs to be billed on this report, facility 2 would answer ALL to the Customer facility prompt, otherwise only the customers in facility 2 would appear on facility 2’s report.  The final prompt is to print completed work orders only, or all work orders.  If this report is used for billing, select Yes to this prompt to avoid any double billing for a work order which is open across multiple billing periods.

ACCOUNTANT REPORT BY TRANSACTION DATE
ROT

The Accountant Report by Date (ROD)is very similar to the Accountant Report by Transaction Date (ROT).  The difference is in the date range selected.  This report, ROD, prints all work orders that are closed within the date specified.  The next report, ROT, prints all transactions that are posted within the transaction date specified.  This may cause these two reports to have somewhat different costs for the same date range.  

For example, a work order is created on March 31st and $150 is posted to it that day, but it is left open.  The work order is then completed on April 1st, at which time $80 more is posted and the work order is closed.  The ROD report will list the entire $230 in the billing for April (when the work order was closed).  The ROT report will list $150 on the March billing, and $80 on the April billing. If you prefer to charge a customer when the entire work order has been completed, the ROD report is the one to use.  If you prefer to bill all items posted to a work order thus far, even though the enter work order has not been completed, the ROT report is the one to use.  

Prompts include starting and ending transaction date, and whether or not to print the Supplemental Detail. RRV or RRD or RRS or ROH
These menu options actually contain three different programs showing vehicle history based on the answers to the screen prompts.  

Each program prompts for the starting and ending vehicle or department ranges, date ranges, and VMRS code ranges.  The other prompts include the meter type (standard-miles, hours, kilometers, etc.-or one of the alternate meters), detail or totals only (RRV and RRD), report mileage based on current period, year, or life, and print or screen display (RRV and RRD).  This allows the report to generate specific vehicle history based on any combination of the above.  

The history reported shows one line per job, even though there may be multiple parts and labor posted to it over a few days.  The dates and mileage shown on the history lines are those that are the most recently updated.  Therefore, if a posting was made with a date of 3/19/05 and a mileage of 30, and the work order line was left open, the history will show these figures.  But, if another posting was made the following day, 3/20/05 and a mileage of 50, the history will then show the new date and mileage.  

A new report is now available that prints in a similar format but selects the data differently.  The WO History Report by Vehicle (ROH) selects the data by the WO transaction date rather than the history date.  If $50 was posted on 1/31 and $50 posted on 2/1, this report would print $50 in January and $50 in February, rather than all $100 in February. This report prints the totals of each major VMRS code without the detail, and separates Tires and Fluid Costs.
Vehicle History Display (RRV/RRD)

This option allows a quick lookup of vehicle history when the prompt of Screen is selected, a valuable tool for mechanics as they can quickly lookup summary and detailed history.  The summary appears immediately for the ranges specified.  To view the detail of each job, simply highlight the one to view and press enter, or double-click on the line.  Each part, labor, tire and all other postings to the work order selected are shown.

Printing Vehicle History:

The print option allows you to list vehicle history showing the VMRS number and description, date, work order number, mileage, costs, mechanic, and cause/reason/work accomplished codes.  A subtotal for each major VMRS job category will print under the detail.

The print option on the RRD report will print subtotals for each major VMRS job category for each department.  Both of the detailed history reports (RRV and RRD) will print a grand total page with costs for each major VMRS job category for all history included within the selection criteria.  The totals page prints the 3-digit major VMRS code and description, and lists all costs posted.  The following fields are printed:

Quantity is the number of jobs

Labor Hours is the total labor hours

Labor Cost is the total labor dollars charged and also includes miscellaneous postings 

Parts Cost is the total parts and tires dollars charged

Total Cost is the total of all dollars posted

Percent is the percentage for that VMRS category of the total charges posted

Total Cost/Meter is the cost per mile for the costs within that VMRS category, which uses the answer to the prompt Report by Period, Year, or Life for the miles/hours/kilometers to calculate the cost. WARRANTY CLAIMS REPORTS 

The set of three warranty claims reports provide various methods to report on your Warranty Claim module. Work order transactions that are covered under warranty (both part and OEM warranties) are posted to the warranty claim program.  These claims can then be tracked processed through the entire process: pending, submitted, received, and closed.

MECHANIC PRODUCTIVITY REPORT
REP or RER ore REO

The Mechanic Productivity Report prints totals that compare the scheduled hours against the actual hours to complete a job.  This report can be used to identify mechanic strengths and weaknesses, and may indicate areas where training is needed.  The report can be run for all employees or for mechanics only.

The times are written to the productivity report when the work order line is closed unless running a Paperless Shop. The Paperless Shop module updates the productivity upon clocking off of a job, regardless of closing the line. This report can be printed for the current week (REP), current month (RER), or last month (REO), and each can be printed and sorted by a range of mechanic numbers or the mechanics’ abbreviation. Each mechanic report requires password #1.  

Each job is grouped into one of ten VMRS code categories based on the area of the vehicle being worked on.  The descriptions of the ten categories are user-definable and can be edited in the text file prdctvty.dat.  

The option End of Week Mechanics (SEW) adds the current week figures into the current month, and clears the current week.  The End of Month Mechanics (SEM) option moves the current month figures into the last month, and clears the current month.  The End of Week option should be run prior to the End of Month. 
The “week and month” can be larger groups of time, depending on how often the “End of xxx” is closed.  For example, to accumulate data for a “month and quarter” instead of “week and month”, run the End of Week option only once per month and it will accumulate an entire month’s worth of data.  Then run the End of Month option only once per quarter and it will contain an entire quarter’s data.

The Mechanic Indirect Hours report prints the totals of labor hours not posted directly to work orders.  This is a valuable tool to capture and analyze the additional time that is spent not working directly on vehicles and equipment. These hours can be entered manually in the Mechanic Indirect Hours Entry (WI) screen daily or weekly.  The paperless shop module writes to these files automatically.

The ten categories are user-definable and can be modified in the WO Parameters II screen (SSO).

The report can be printed and sorted by a range of mechanic numbers or the mechanics’ abbreviation. Each mechanic report requires password #1.

The option End of Week Mechanics (SEW) adds the current week figures into the current month, and clears the current week.  The End of Month Mechanics (SEM) option moves the current month figures into the last month, and clears the current month.  The End of Week option should be run prior to the End of Month.

The report shows the number of hours in each category for the current week, month (not including the current week), and last month.  The total of the indirect hours are then compared to the billable hours (posted to work orders) for each mechanic to give an indirect ratio percentage (indirect hours divided by the hours worked).  Grand totals are listed at the bottom for the entire range selected.

This report can be printed for the current week (REH), current month (REU), or last month (REL), and each can be printed and sorted by a range of mechanic numbers or the mechanics’ abbreviation. Each mechanic report requires password #1. 

The End of Week and End of Month Mechanic processing do not affect the paid hours fields.  Therefore, if only the weekly report is printed, and each of the mechanics works 40 hours per week, these figures would not have to be input week after week.

MECHANIC TIMECARD REPORT 

RSM (Paperless Shop required)

This report lists the time mechanics clock in, go to lunch, return, and clock out, providing the total hours worked for any date range. If payroll prefers to calculate time on quarter-hours, select the Round Mechanic’s Time checkbox.  This will round the Total-Time column to 15-minute intervals (7 minutes or less will be rounded down, 8 minutes or more rounded up).  If lunch breaks are calculated for a full 30 minutes even if the mechanic was clocked out for less than 30, check the Minumum 30-Minute Lunch checkbox.  This will charge for a full 30 minutes if the mechanic was clocked off for 30 or less (more than 30 will be charged as normal). VIEW CURRENT SHOP ACTIVITY 

WPC (Paperless Shop required)

The “View Current Shop Activity” option is a valuable tool for the shop foreman, supervisor, or manager. It displays the jobs currently being worked on by each mechanic, how long they have been working on it, and the total hours of work they have scheduled. This screen can also be used to verify that mechanics are clocked off at the end of their shift. The information displayed will always be current and up-to-date because the screen display is refreshed every 30 seconds. If there are more than 6 mechanics working, click the “Auto-Scroll” button to scroll to the next page upon each refresh. To view all scheduled jobs for a mechanic, click the “View” and then click “View Schedule”. Parts can be quickly posted here by selecting the mechanic and clicking the “Post” button.  This takes you into the Post window for the job the mechanic is currently clocked on to, where parts, tires, and more can be posted. 

This option can be setup as its own icon on your desktop to allow the display to be available without having to access the entire the RTA program. Add a user named ACTIVE, then copy your current icon or batch file and change the command line/properties/target of the RTA icon, replacing the MAIN.COB, or MAIN2.COB, with ACTIVITY.COB (leaving the rest of the line intact).

Tire List by Number (MTL)

This report lists tires by the tires’ status.  All tires can be listed, or only those that are currently mounted, in inventory, at the capper, out of service, and tire templates.  Listing tires in inventory will provide the total dollar value of your inventory, and can also be utilized as a physical inventory count sheet.  The list for tires at the capper can be used to determine all casings are being returned.  

Tire List by Vehicle (MTV)

This report lists all tires currently mounted on a vehicle and can be run for a specific vehicle range or all vehicles.  For those initially implementing the tire module, this is an excellent check to determine which tires have not been input in the system.  

TIRE HISTORY REPORT

RIH or RIV

The Tire History reports can be run for a tire number range or a vehicle number range.  To see a complete history for a tire, select the RIH report.  To see a complete history of tires mounted and dismounted on a vehicle, select the RIV report.  Each report will also prompt for a date range; therefore either report can also print a detailed history each month.  A “Y” after the Status column designates that the tire has been scrapped.

The Tire Replacement Projections Report lists tires that may need to be replaced in the upcoming months based on mileage projections. This report uses the vehicles’ miles traveled per month since the tire was mounted, and projects how many months in the future the tire will fail, based on the tire’s Warranty-Miles setup in the manufacturer/capper records.

The report lists tires based on the following calculations:

Current-odometer minus mounted-odometer giving mounted-miles.

Mounted-miles divided by months-mounted giving miles-per-month.

Warranty-miles (from the manufacturer or capper record) minus mounted-miles giving miles-remaining.

Miles-remaining divided by miles-per-month giving months-to-fail.

TIRE SCRAP REPORT

This report lists scrap totals for each manufacturer/size/type combination.  Within these combinations, the scrap reasons are listed with the quantity of scraps for each.  This report can provide useful information if numerous scrap codes are tracked.  Splitting “capper rejects” into a few different codes showing the reason the capper rejected the casing, a code for “max caps reached” (a good scrap reason), and others provides detailed information about the casings your purchasing.

DASHBOARD

SADS/SADL

The dashboard is a utility that can run from within the RTA system or as a separate standalone program.  It provides a manager’s overview of the fleet’s status, a visual representation of important items.

There are dozens of “widgets” to choose from to put into your own personal dashboard(s) created in the Dashboard Setup program (SAD).  A dashboard can include information from a single facility or an entire region, and multiple dashboards can be setup for an individual user.

The dashboard reports useful statistics including an overview of your PM program compliance, outstanding purchase orders and work orders, total repair cost accumulated this period, number of vehicles “down” (those with open work orders), and levels of your fuel tanks. 

The dashboards are updated at regular thirty-minute intervals and can be manually refreshed by clicking the RELOAD toolbar button.  Many of the report widgets displayed have the capability to drill-down to see detail.
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The dashboard can launch outside of the RTA window and can remain active even if the RTA main program isn’t running, great for managers who wish to monitor it without having the RTA system open.  To setup the shortcut, copy the RTA shortcut and replace “main2.cob” with “rtadshbd.cob”.

Selected dashboards can be automatically emailed at a scheduled day and time to RTA users without any user input.  The Email Dashboard Email Setup option (SADE) allows you to specify the person(s) receiving the email, which dashboards they will receive, and the day and time they will be emailed.  The auto-email program (dshemail.cob) is then setup to run as a standalone program which will generate the emails at the scheduled day and time, without user input.  Note – this optional upgrade is available as one of the free software give-away options for attending Conference (Wed-Fri).
WATCHDOG ALERTS

SAWS/SAWL

The Watchdog Alert program is an optional data analysis reporting tool that provides various alerts.  Some of the alert widgets allow user-defined criteria for the selection of data, and can be processed for a facility or region.

When the Watchdog listing is displayed, each category allows you to drill-down to see the specific detail of the totals being shown.  The alert totals can also be printed and compared on a monthly basis in order to see how the numbers are improving…or are they?
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KEY PERFORMANCE INDICATORS

SAK

The new Key Performance Indicators (KPI) is an upper level management reporting tool that provides a snapshot of your data for a user-definable date range.  

Select up to eight different categories:  vehicles, parts, work orders, fuel, tires, purchase orders, paperless shop, and motor pool.  Approximately 200 reporting items are included, such as total repair costs, miles driven, inventory values broken into numerous categories, warranty claims status totals, most common repairs, highest cost vehicles, and many more.  
The report can be exported to a text file and the results can also be displayed as charts.
